	Researching Jobs

	Summary:
	Students become familiar with ways to research jobs.

	Time Frame:
	2-3 class periods

	Procedure: 
	1. Tell students this is an activity to see how well they can research a topic.  Let them know that research skills are important when writing papers and reports in middle school, high school, college and in a job.  Students can also use their research ability to examine what jobs might interest them.

2. Have students select a career or occupation they would like to “check out” or research.  Arrange a time with the librarian or media specialist to allow students to explore career-related resources.

3. Ask each student to:

a) name the career or occupation

b) describe it (in one or two paragraphs)

c) find out what education is needed to enter the job (e.g., high school, college, two-year training, etc.)

d) describe why they would like this occupation or career (one paragraph).

Tell students to list the reference materials used to find information on their topic.  References should include the source of information and page number, book number, or catalog number, etc.

4. Have groups share their results with the total group.  Discuss how they could use their research skills to find out more about a job they like.
