	Students discover that evaluating their own work and recognizing its value is part of a positive work ethic.

	Time Frame:
	Ongoing

	Procedure: 
	1. Talk with students about the term “work ethic.”  Explain to them that having a positive work ethic involves many things; being responsible, taking pride in their work, etc.

2. Give students an assignment or job.  Allow the students as much time as they need to produce a final work of which they are proud.

3. After they complete the task, distribute the “I’m Proud of My Work!” checklist and tell them to fill it out to evaluate their work.

4. Evaluate the final work with each student individually.  Discuss their evaluation.  Focus on areas the student did well and areas they can improve upon.  Connect their accomplishment of the task given with a work ethic.  Ask students if they would like to be proud of the work they do in a future job.

5. At the end of the week, have each student choose one piece of work of which they are the most proud to be post on the bulletin board.
