	Summary:
	Students research various careers and then play a game to see if other students can guess what career they are describing.

	Time Frame:
	One to two weeks

	Procedure: 
	Note: This activity may be too difficult for some students.  Adapt to fit students’ abilities.  To make it simpler, have students choose a career and play a game of 20 questions.

1. Based upon results of an interest inventory, have students identify an occupation that he/she wishes to learn more about.

2. Give the students some instruction regarding research methodology and report writing.

3. Ask students to conduct research regarding the identified occupation, prepare a research report, and prepare to answer questions regarding the occupation.

4. Divide students into three groups.  Have a member from a group give information regarding a career until the other class members are able to correctly identify the career.  Let a member from another group repeat the activity.  Do this until each student has had an opportunity to speak.

5. Discuss what students learned about careers.
