Read the

                           inside cover which says, “The things you do every day are full of clues

                           that can help you.  If you learn to understand yourself, it will be easier to

                           choose a career that you’ll like.  This book will teach you how to find your

                           own clues.  You begin by writing down the thoughts and feelings that

                           make you the special person you are.”  

PART TWO:       Have students read and fill out pages 3-7.

PART THREE:   When students have completed part two, read the instructions of page 8,

                           Entitled, “Your Interests”.  

Put a

                                check-mark next to the ones that sound like fun to you, even if you’ve

                                never tried them before.  For example, if you think you’d like to use

                                tools, mare a chick-mark in its box.
