	Matching Interests with Careers

	Summary:
	Students explore personal preferences in an interview activity with a partner, then use a comparison activity to see if present personal preferences match with possible career choices.

	Time Frame:
	Two class sessions

	Procedure: 
	First Session

Pair students with a partner.  Have students take turns asking each other these questions that you write on the chalkboard:

1. What is your name?

2. What would you like to do when you grow up?

3. Would you rather work by yourself or with other people?

4. Would you rather work inside or outside?

5. Would you rather work with things (like a hammer or computer) or with people (like a nurse or lawyer or teacher)?

Tell students to remember the information that they gather about their partner.  When each partner has had a chance to be interviewed, have students introduce their partners to the class using the information.

Second Session

Have students pair up with the same partner.  Give each student a worksheet (appropriate for their grade level) and let each student select an index card.  Using the worksheet, have students ask their partners questions about the job the partner has chosen.  When finished, have students compare their own interests (discovered in the first session) with the job on their index cards.  Do they match?  Focus on the importance of matching interests with careers.
