	Summary:
	Students learn and list adults they can confide in and get help from if they are in danger. Students will also learn and practice calling 9-1-1 on a photocopy of a phone provided to them. 

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	1. Read the book Banana Beer by Carol Carrick and discuss the different ways Charlie was in danger in his home and neighborhood. 
2. Discuss the feelings Charlie had at home, school, and with his friends. Who could Charlie talk to for help?

3. Either make a list on chart paper or discuss adults at school and in their family that the students feel comfortable talking to. 

4. Provide the students with a photo copy of a phone and have the students color the numerals 9 and 1 and practice “pressing” 9-1-1.
