	Summary:
	Students will be asked to describe ways they are a good friend Students will be read an age appropriate story about friendship and asked to volunteer share. Student will be given a Disability Awareness page to color and a worksheet related to friendship. Counselor will also discuss the Disability Awareness poster and pass out book marks and stickers. 

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure: 
	K 
1. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share about what it takes to be a good friend.

2. Counselor will read from Duso 1 Story Book 2, Lesson 22, Duso Talks About Friends. 

3. Students will be asked to answer questions about the story.

4. Counselor will show students the Disability Awareness poster and have students volunteer to point to people in the poster that are different and explain why they are different. Counselor will make sure that students understand that we do not exclude people from our friendship group because they are disabled or are different from us. 

5. Students will be allowed to color a regular size copy of the poster at their desks. While doing so, counselor will pass out book marks and stickers and read the back of the book marks “Choose Words Wisely.”
1st Grade

1. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share about what it takes to be a good friend.

2. Counselor will read from Froggy and Friends I: Best, Best, Best Friends using hand puppets to assist in the story telling. Counselor can ask students to volunteer to use the puppets to help tell the story. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share to answer questions at the end of the story. 
3. Counselor will show students the Disability Awareness poster and have students volunteer to point to people in the poster that are different and explain why they are different. Counselor will make sure that students understand that we do not exclude people from our friendship group because they are disabled or are different from us. 

4. Students will be allowed to color a regular size copy of the poster at their desks. While doing so, counselor will pass out book marks and stickers and read the back of the book marks “Choose Words Wisely.”

2nd Grade

1. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share about what it takes to be a good friend.

2. Counselor will read The Berenstain Bears and the Trouble With Friends by: Stan & Jan Berenstain.

3. Students will be asked to answer questions about the story.

4. Students will engage in the “Find A Friend” class activity. Each student will have to have other students sign their activity page under the square that matches them (has shoes that tie, eyes that are brown, hair that is curly, hands that are the same size, someone that is the same height, and someone who wears glasses). This activity encourages students to talk to one another.

5. Counselor will show students the Disability Awareness poster and have students volunteer to point to people in the poster that are different and explain why they are different. Counselor will make sure that students understand that we do not exclude people from our friendship group because they are disabled or are different from us. 

6. Students will be allowed to color a regular size copy of the poster at their desks. While doing so, counselor will pass out book marks and stickers and read the back of the book marks “Choose Words Wisely.”

3rd & 4th Grade

1. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share about what it takes to be a good friend.

2. Counselor will read Three Friends Activity Book by Jim & Joan Boulden. There are questions on each page that can be asked to the class allowing students to volunteer share. 

3. Counselor will go over the “How to Make a Friend” list that comes from the Three Friends book. 

4. Counselor will show students the Disability Awareness poster and have students volunteer to point to people in the poster that are different and explain why they are different. Counselor will make sure that students understand that we do not exclude people from our friendship group because they are disabled or are different from us. 

5. Students will be allowed to color a regular size copy of the poster at their desks. While doing so, counselor will pass out book marks and stickers and read the back of the book marks “Choose Words Wisely.”

5th Grade

1. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share about what it takes to be a good friend.

2. Counselor will read The Popular Crowd from the More Lively Lessons For Classroom Sessions from Marco Products. 
3. Counselor will ask students to volunteer share to answer questions at the end of the story.
4. Counselor will show students the Disability Awareness poster and have students volunteer to point to people in the poster that are different and explain why they are different. Counselor will make sure that students understand that we do not exclude people from our friendship group because they are disabled or are different from us. 

5. Students will be allowed to color a regular size copy of the poster at their desks. While doing so, counselor will pass out book marks and stickers and read the back of the book marks “Choose Words Wisely.”
