	M.O.P. Respect Lesson

	Summary:
	Students are read an age appropriate book about Respect and/or Manners. Students fill out a worksheet related to Respect. 

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure:
	 K-5
1. Each lesson begins with asking for volunteers to define the character word of the month, Respect. 

2. Explain Respect and the M.O.P. rules. M (Myself)

O (Others) P (Property)- These are the three main areas

that it is important we ALL show respect. 

3. Define property to younger students and make sure older students know the definition (Property is anything that belongs to you and other’s property is anything that belongs to them…include a person’s body as their property)

K-1

1. Read Respect and Take Care of Things By: Cheri Meiners
2. Discuss respecting property and not being wasteful of things (ex. Pencils, glue, paper, soap, toilet paper, toothpaste, etc.)
3. Read Duso-Goal 17-Pudge Swims Alone

4. Ask questions at the end of the story (Ex. Why does Pudge always swim alone? How do you think Carrie felt when Pudge said he didn’t want to be her friend?, etc.)

5. Explain to the students it is OK for everyone to be different and it’s important to respect everyone for their differences.

6. Hand out the Respect Rainbow worksheet, have each student color the rainbow any way they want, emphasizing that, like a rainbow, everyone is made up of different colors.

7. While the students are coloring, have them volunteer to tell people it is important to show respect to and ways to show respect to these people.

8. Review over M.O.P. 

2nd grade

1. Read It’s A Spoon, Not A Shovel by: Caralyn Buehner. have students volunteer to answer the quiz questions in the book as you go along.
2. Have students fill out the Not Hurting worksheet. Students will trace their right hand on one side and list words that you use to show respect. They will trace their left hand on the other side and list actions you use to show respect. 

3. Have students volunteer to share.

4. Review over the M.O.P rules.

3rd grade

1. Read Whoopi’s Big Book of Manners by: Whoopi Goldberg.

2. Have student’s complete the World Web worksheet by listing ways to show respect for myself, all living things, authority, property, others, and my country and the world.

3. Have students volunteer to share.

4. Review M.O.P

4th and 5th grade

1. Read by: Every Kid’s Guide to Manners Joy Berry. 

2. Have students fill out the 6 Ways to Show Respect worksheet by listing ways to show respect for myself, all living things, authority, property, others, and my country and the world.

3. Have volunteers share.

4. Review M.O.P
