	Title:
	Responsibility

	Summary:
	Students will be read an age appropriate book or play an age appropriate game related to responsibility. Student will discuss different aspects in which they should be responsible and complete an activity page. 

	Time Frame:
	30 minutes

	Procedure:
	 Kindergarten
1. Begin the lesson by asking students what the word responsibility means. Have students volunteer to tell you ways in which they are responsible. 

2. Read Story 12 from the Duso Story Book. 

3. Have each student draw a card (from a pack of cards you make that contain questions about responsibility at school and home) and answer the question. 

4. Finish the lesson by reviewing responsibility examples.

1st Grade

1. Begin by discussing the definition of responsibility by asking for volunteers. 

2. Read Responsible Rascal by Linda Schwartz. Ask for volunteers to answer some of the questions at the end of the book. 

3. Have students complete the Mountain of Responsibility worksheet from the Marco Products Responsibility game. 

4. Ask the students to name one way they have showed responsibility at school this week.

2nd Grade

1. Begin by discussing the definition of responsibility, asking for volunteers.

2. Read The Berenstain Bears: The Homework Hassle by Stan and Jan Berenstain. Ask for volunteers to answer some questions at the end of the book.

3. Have the students complete the I Know I Can Be Responsible worksheet from Marco Products Groups To Go: Small Groups For Counselors On The Go K-3 workbook. 

4. Ask the students to volunteer to share one aspect of responsibility they need to improve. Also, have them share their responsibility successes for the week. 

3rd Grade

1. Discuss the definition of responsibility and examples of school and home responsibilities. 

2. Play the Responsibility Bingo game by Marco Products.

3. Have the students complete the Responsible Thoughts worksheet that accompanies the bingo game. Have volunteers share the answers they provided on the worksheet.

4th Grade

1. Discuss the definition of responsibility and examples of school and home responsibilities.

2. Read stories from Responsibility Lesson 2 from the Character-Building Classroom Guidance book by Marco Products. After each story, have the students vote for which character was responsible and which ones were irresponsible. Discuss. 

3. Have students fill out the Am I Responsible? Worksheet from the More Lively Lessons for Classroom Sessions by Marco Products. Discuss.
5th Grade

1. Discuss the definition of responsibility and examples of school and home responsibilities.

2. Read Lazy Larry from the More Lively Lessons for Classroom Sessions book by Marco Products. 

3. Discuss the ways in which Larry was not responsible.

4. Have students complete the Responsibilities checklist (I created this list). Students will pick any five responsibilities and work on them during the next week. There are spaces at the bottom to keep a daily log of their responsibilities and for their parents to initial the paper.
